Town and Budget Meeting

Attendees: Mayor Sanders, Commissioners Langston, Seay, Aikens, Secundy and Clerk/Secretary Nikki West

Welcome and agenda review

Mayor Sanders called the meeting to order at 10:34 a.m. 

Recycling Presentation

There was a presentation by Rob Fish, a Recycling Specialist from the Department of Public Works.   He told the residents and Commissioners of the 50/50 challenge; one full can of recycling to one full can of trash.  He briefly reviewed everything that is recyclable, paper, plastic, metal and glass, none of which needs to be cleaned before recycling.  He announced that on June 20th, Glen Burnie will be accepting old paints, pesticides, light bulbs and other hazardous materials.  Annapolis unfortunately does not have anything like that at this time. Mr. Fish referred the residents to the website for further information. 

Auditor Presentation

Bob Diss of Lindsey & Associates gave the auditors report.  He noted that the responsibilities of Lindsay and Associates are to give reasonable assurance that the material is free of misstatements. There were no disagreements with management and no irregularities or fraud found and everything was filed on time.  He also gave a brief overview of the audit opinion which stated the, “overall the town had a pretty good year.”

Budget report

Treasurer Aikens reported that the net assessable real property base for the town decreased by $ 2 million.  In order to receive the same amount of money from property tax in 2010 as in fiscal 2009, we would have to increase the HB portion of the property tax rate to $ .452 per $ 100 of assessed value.  Due to our surplus, it was recommended by the Board that the HB portion of the property tax assessment remain the same at $ .416 per $ 100 of assessed value. The general fund now shows that the town will have a surplus in the bank; the highest amount the town has ever had.  There has been an increase in legal services fees for appeals and retaining legal counsel.  Recreation was also factored into the budget.

Mayors Address 

The Mayor noted that the Journals and Newsletters and any forms needed, among other things, will be posted on the new town website when it is up and running.  The design work for the web site is done, but the board will need to review it before it goes live.  

Petitions to run of office for the two Commissioner positions are due by July 5, 2009.  Also, Election Day is July 25, 2009.  

The biannual family and friend’s reunion at the beach, town picnic will be held on September 5, 2009. 

Commissioners Reports

Commissioner Langston reported on general information regarding resident’s car permits.

Commissioner Seay announced the upcoming Mosquito Spraying and water quality check.

Other Comments

Resident Jean Langston told about Susan Chambers’ $12/per set cards of homes in Highland Beach and that she can do customized prints of a resident’s home as well.

Meeting was adjourned at 10:22 a.m.
