Commissioners’ Reports

Commissioner Secundy gave the P&Z report.  The board met May 13, 2009.  The Board met with an architect who gave a presentation on 1308 Douglass Avenue.  This property has met all the setback requirements and an application was approved by the board.

Commissioner Langston reported that he has ordered the American flag and the flag pole that will be in front of the Town Hall.  He also noted that before pavement of Lake Avenue can begin, the roads will need to be surveyed.  The price quote from McCrone, the surveyor was $34,000.  Commissioner Langston made a motion to seek additional bids, and for approval to sign a contract with the most reasonable bidder capable of performing the work.  There was a second and approval by all.  The Commissioner passed around small hanging tags for residents’ vehicles, to give the Commissioners an idea of the size he would order.  He is also working on the signs for the beaches as well.

Commissioner Seay announced that there will be mosquito spraying June 1st through September 28, 2009, between 7:30 p.m. and 3:30 a.m.   She noted that residents can opt out of having their property sprayed.  There will also be water quality testing in the Bay at Black Walnut and any problems with water quality will be posted.
